Revised application for the modification of rates for the transmission of electric power

Dear consoeur:

In its revised order D2000-102 (annexe II, p.97), the Régie requested that intervenors produce a succinct position paper on the various aspects of Hydro-Québec’s amended application, indicating the paragraphs of the amended application on which the parties intend to adduce evidence.

Ontario Power Generation’s (OPG) position in this application is that of a prospective user of TransEnergie’s transmission system. As such, OPG will address issues related to: access to  the transmission system, including the reservation process and the derivation of ATC; the appropriateness of the rates proposed for various services including the allocation of costs to these services; the process for establishing rate discounts; and, TransEnergie’s use of the OASIS system.

At this stage of the case, subject to the answers that may be given to our information requests, OPG believes it will be necessary to adduce evidence on the following paragraphs of the amended application:


Par. 8 :

demand forecast for transmission services;


Par. 17 :

recovery through rates of the total cost of service;


Par. 18 and 19 :
terms and condition of service.

Obviously, as the case unfolds, OPG may have to expand the scope of its evidence to fully set out and explain to the Régie the various facets of its position, but, at the moment, the subjects contained in these paragraphs are those for which we foresee the necessity of evidence.

So far as the provisional budget is concerned, we wish to inform the Régie that OPG will not seek the recovery of the costs of its participation in this hearing.
