Submission of Ontario Power Generation, Inc.
Ontario Power Generation, Inc. (“OPG”) appreciates the opportunity to provide comments to the Régie de l’énergie (“Régie”) concerning the definition of information that Hydro-Québec , as an electric power carrier and distributor, is required to provide on an annual basis to the Régie pursuant to section 75(5) of the Act respecting the Régie de l’énergie.  OPG’s comments are focused on the information requirements pertaining to the carrier, TransÉnergie.

In developing its comments, OPG has reviewed the preliminary list of information attached as Appendix 1 to the Notice for this proceeding and compared it against the data that is reported by the electricity transmitter and system operator in Ontario, pursuant to applicable regulatory requirements.   Based on this comparison, and in recognition of the fact that access to relevant system and operational information assists customers (current and potential) and enhances the transparency of TransÉnergie’s operations, OPG submits that the following additional information should be provided on an ongoing, annual basis:

· Transmitter performance standards at the customer-delivery point level;

· Connection procedures for new or modified facilities;

· Technical requirements for service;

· Number of connection contracts;

· Status of new or proposed connections;

· Percentage utilization statistics for each transmission path;

· Plans for system upgrades;

· Summary of all planned and unplanned system outages;

· Analysis of customer impacts from system outages and plans to mitigate impacts.

All of the above-listed information currently is, or is expected to be, publicly available on the respective websites of Hydro One (the carrier), the IMO (the system operator) and/or the Ontario Energy Board (the regulator).  For your reference, these website addresses are www.hydroone.com, www.theimo.com, and www.oeb.gov.on.ca, respectively.  OPG submits that the inclusion, and public availability, of this additional information will assist the Régie in carrying out its regulatory obligations concerning TransÉnergie and help to ensure consistency with other jurisdictions.
