 AUTONUMLGL \e   -  La Cour d'appel fédérale des États-Unis refusa d'intervenir, au motif que le déclin de juridiction de la FERC sur les questions environnementales ne constituait pas une interprétation déraisonnable de sa loi constitutive, le législateur étant par ailleurs silencieux sur cet aspect de sa juridiction:

"FERC's exclusion of environmental claims is valid.  In the face of congressional silence we defer to an agency's reasonable interpretation of statutes it is charged with administering.  Chevron U.S.A. Inc. v. NRDC, 467 U.S. 837, 842-43 (1984)." 

" […] the Commission has affirmatively forsworn environmental considerations.  In PSI Energy, Inc., 55 FERC p 61,254 (1991), it reviewed an interconnection agreement and rates to be charged thereunder.  Certain petitioners raised various "siting, health, safety, environmental [and] archaeological problems" associated with the line through which the power would flow, but the Commission said that such factors were "beyond the Commission's authority to consider under sections 205 and 206 of the Federal Power Act."  Id. at 61,811.  ")."
